Hold the Mounting Cleat (C1) up to the line and use the slots to mark where 
you should drill your holes. The angled side of the cleat should be facing up.

NOTE: There are a total of 18 holes, all spaced 1" apart.

Attach the Mirror (C2) by placing it against the wall 
and slowly sliding it down until the cleats engage. 
Once the mirror is mounted, you can make 
slight position adjustments by sliding 
it side to side on the cleat.

You can also make level adjustments 
by adjusting the screw position 
within the slotted holes of the cleat.

Install the Mounting Cleat (C1) to your wall. It is best to drive the provided 
Wood Screws (H1) into a stud. If this is impossible, use an appropriate  
wall anchor for your wall type and the mirror’s weight.
